CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT 

WAGE DETERMINATION

Pursuant to Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Clause 52.222-41, Service Contract Act of 1965, as amended, the US Department of Labor Register Number 1994-2116, Revision Number 26, dated 08/02/2004, is hereby incorporated and shall apply to the period of 23 September 2004 thru 22 September 2005.

(2) Under 15 U.S.C. 645(d), any person who misrepresents a firm's status as a small, HUBZone small,  small disadvantaged, or women-owned small business concern in order to obtain a contract to be awarded under the preference programs established pursuant to section 8(a), 8(d), 9, or 15 of the Small Business Act or any other provision of Federal law that specifically references section 8(d) for a definition of program eligibility, shall--

(i) Be punished by imposition of fine, imprisonment, or both; 

(ii) Be subject to administrative remedies, including suspension and debarment; and 

(iii) Be ineligible for participation in programs conducted under the authority of the Act.

(f) The Contractor is responsible for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data.
