Subj:  Written Determination for Authority to Issue an Award/Order for Requirements      

           Under $2,500

1.  The Under Secretary of Defense (Acquisition and Technology) issued a memorandum dated 2 October 1998 regarding the use of the purchase card to pay for goods and services valued at or below $2,500.  The Governmentwide Commercial Purchase Card (GCPC) should be used on a stand-alone basis or as the method of payment for any type of award/order valued at or below $2,500 for both commercial and noncommercial items.  It includes contracts, purchase orders, orders under task and delivery order contracts, orders under basic ordering agreements and calls against blanket purchase agreements.  However, if the source or sources available for the supply or service do not accept the purchase card and the contracting activity is seeking a source that accepts the purchase card, the requirements may be completed by issuance of an award/order.

2.   Market research was conducted to locate a source that would supply these items or services utilizing the purchase card as the method of payment.  A result of that market research indicates that there are no other sources that accept the purchase card for this requirement.  It is therefore determined to be in the Government’s best interest to procure these items or services under $2,500 by issuance of a purchase order.
